Mayor Roll stated from the Montana Code saying that it gives 60 days for city to make a decision on a subdivision.  See 76-3-604 MCA 2007section 4 & 5.  Mayor Roll said the golf course had stated they had no record of ever receiving the letter of conditions from Dan Thede.  There seems to be a problem with the timing and receiving of the letter of conditions.  Mayor Roll asked Attorney Jim Reintsma to address the issue.

Attorney Jim Reintsma stated that he thought from his investigation of the subject   the city & golf course have three options to look at. 1.  Issue findings of fact, send them out to the developer and see what happens.  2. Subdivision agreement, Jim Reintsma stated he thought the city and golf course could still come to an agreement. 3.  To treat it like there was never a subdivision.

Mayor Roll asked for a written opinion from Attorney Jim Reintsma.


The mayor, council and city attorney continued to discuss the golf course and phases that could occur.  There were no decisions made.  


Kristin Smith, County Planner, stated there was some flexibility in the phase of the agreement of the golf course.
