CALL TO ORDER


The meeting was called to order at 7:02pm by Mayor Roll who led the Pledge of Allegiance and welcomed the public.

  Vicky Lawrence made a motion to approve the minutes from the Public Hearing December 5, 2011 and the Regular Meeting December 5, 2011.   Peggy Williams seconded the motion.  Motion Passed.

Resolutions/Ordinances; Mrs. Williams stated they will be taking a look at things that have been brought to their attention and they will revisit the municipal infractions and some other things.

Personnel; None

Building; Mrs. Lawrence wanted to  inform council and public that the new web site is up and running at cityoflibby.com and the city is hoping the new website will be a more positive communication for the community.  Mrs. Lawrence asked the council to take a look at the website and report any problems to her as the web designer will be here on Friday.

Water/Sewer; Mrs. Benson reported that there were two issues coming up on the agenda.

Police; Police Chief Jim Smith stated there were 291 cases in December 2011, arrests were 16 and citations were 31.  On New Year Eve there were a lot of calls of disturbances but not many arrests.

City Administrator; Mrs. Lawrence asked about the cost of the polymer that needs to be used for the new press.   Jim Hammons said that they were having some problems with getting the new press running and stated the cost for the new polymer needed to run the press would remain about the same as it had been for the old polymer.  Mayor Roll stated they have set a deadline for the contractor to get the problem solved.  The deadline is January 20, 2012. 

Finance; The City Clerk-Treausrer stated that November 2011 has been reconciled.

 Mr. DC Orr of 1117 Nevada Avenue, Libby, stated he hoped the council would go through with passing the Hatch act Resolution.  Mr. Orr also wanted to congratulate all the people who got on the council.  Mr. Orr also stated that water bills would be discussed tonight and he hoped the council would pursue the water bills.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Approval of committee recommendations for Carter and Hopfer water bills; Mrs. Benson explained the water bill problem from the last meeting to the council. The committee recommendation is to cut the Fabeck/Hopfer bill in half.  Vicky Lawrence made a motion to accept the recommendation of the committee to cut the Fabeck/Hopfer bill in half.  Mr. Bischoff seconded the motion.  Mrs. Benson wanted to be clear that Julie Hopfer is not in agreement with the committee recommendation.  Mrs. Benson stated that Julie felt the water should have been turned off when Fabeck owed for it.  Mrs. Desch recused herself from the vote.  Motion Passed.  Mr. Olsen voted against the motion.  

Mrs. Benson stated Ron Carters tax bill is showing a delinquent sewer amount with the total being $460.58.  Mrs. Benson stated that Mr. Carter is not living in the house at this time.  Mrs. Benson stated that it is city policy that all homes and businesses in the city limits continue to pay the base sewer rate even if they are not living in the home or running a business.  The sewer infrastructure cost is shared by all property owners.  The water/sewer committee recommends that the entire bill is owed.  Mrs. Lawrence made a motion to approve the recommendation of the committee.  Mr. Bischoff seconded the motion.  Mrs. Lawrence wanted to let the council know this is a bill from the previous owner that followed the new owner on the taxes.  Motion Passed.  Mr. Olsen voted against the motion.

Resolution # 1795, adoption of the Hatch Act; Mr. Bischoff made a motion to adopt the Hatch Act Resolution # 1795.  Mrs. Williams seconded the motion.  Motion Passed.  

Resolution # 1796, fair housing; Mr. Bischoff made a motion to adopt Resolution # 1796.  Mrs. Desch seconded the motion.  Mrs. Lawrence was bothered by the wording of the resolution on #3 and #4.  Mr. Bischoff withdrew his motion until the next meeting.
