Mrs. Lawrence made a motion to approve the minutes from the Regular Meeting February 21, 2012.  Mrs. Desch seconded the motion. Motion Passed.  Mr. Olsen made a motion to add that Jim Hammons had stated that a sander was traded for rent on a rock separator.  Mrs. Benson seconded the motion. Motion Passed.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Cemetery/Parks; Mrs. Williams stated that a Cemetery/Parks Committee meeting was scheduled to meet with the Libby Parks Board on Wednesday.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Nordicfest Parade route, Pam Peppenger; Pam Peppenger spoke to the council about using Louisiana Ave. from 9:00am to noon for the Nordicfest Parade.  Pam stated she had talked to the ambulance people and they stated they tried to stay away from that area during Nordicfest because of the traffic etc. associated with the Nordicfest.   Mrs. Benson asked if the new Parade route would be advertised in the paper.  Pam Peppenger answered yes it would.  The Parade will start at 11:00am this year.  Mrs. Benson made a motion to approve the new Nordicfest Parade route.  Mrs. Desch seconded the motion.  Motion Passed.  Mrs. Williams abstained because she is on the Nordicfest Board.
NEW BUSINESS

Adopting PDM Plan approved from Fema, Resolution # 1797, Vic White; Vic White explained the Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan to the council.  Mrs. Lawrence made a motion to adopt Resolution 1797 approving the Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan.  Mrs. Benson seconded the motion.  Motion Passed.  

Logger Baseball alumni game approval; Mrs. Williams made a motion to allow the Logger baseball alumni to have music after the alumni game up until the hour of midnight.  Mrs. Lawrence seconded the motion.  Motion Passed

CTEP – sidewalks; Mrs. Desch stated the sidewalks they were purposing that needs to be done are on  Louisiana and 2nd street,  and there is one block of sidewalk on Lincoln Blvd. and also 4 blocks of curbing on Lincoln Blvd.  Mrs. Desch stated that we have available $169,000 in CTEP funds and there is a soft match of $54, 459. There was discussion on whether we should be doing the curbing instead of sidewalks.   Mr. Bischoff stated the application can be amended if you change your mind as you go along.  Mrs. Lawrence had a question in the amount to be spent on landscaping.  Mr. Olsen asked if it would be bid local.  Mr. Bischoff stated because it is Federal money ran through the State he didn’t believe it could be restricted locally, but everyone would be able to bid.  Mrs. Benson made a motion to move forward with the CTEP Grant application.  Mrs. Williams seconded the motion.  Motion Passed.
COUNCIL ACTION/DISCUSSION

Approval of Business Licenses received to date; Mrs. Desch made a motion to approve the Business Licenses received to date.   Mrs. Benson seconded the motion.  Motion Passed 

Approval of Payroll and Claims for February 2012; Mrs. Williams made a motion to approve Payroll and Claims for February 2012. Mr. Olsen seconded the motion.  Motion Passed



Rural Development funding for projects; Ryan Jones of Morrison-Maierle stated they were looking for direction for what projects the city would like to apply to Rural Development for.  Flower Creek Dam is one project. The City is illegible for up to 45% grant of the balance of the project with rural development.  The second is any other water distribution project.  The application deadline is April 1st, 2012.  The funding for the Dam would not be available until next year.  The other projects funding would be available this year.  The council discussed the options of what projects to do and asked Ryan Jones questions.  Mrs. Benson asked if there was any reason not to go ahead and move forward on all of it except for the meter replacement since we are not obligated yet.   Mr. Bischoff’s opinion was that we should move forward with all of the projects except the replacement of the water meters.  Mr. Bischoff stated that we may be able to fix some of the leaks ourselves or we may get into it and see that the whole block needs to be replaced.  Mr. Bischoff asked Ryan Jones what the turn-around time is from the time we submit the application to approval of it.  Ryan stated should the council decide to move forward with the application that M-M would not have the application ready to go before the end of this month.  Ryan also stated that the application would be submitted to the City Administrator for review prior to submitting the application.  Ryan said between now and April 1st if there is a component of the application you want to change you can certainly do it.  Mrs. Williams made a motion to proceed forward with all suggested projects except the meter replacement project.  Mrs. Desch seconded the motion.  Motion Passed.

Ryan Jones said the next thing they need direction on is the ESA, the contract on Flower Creek Dam.  Ryan said without a signed contract we can’t apply for funding for the dam and we can’t schedule the drillers in May without signed agreements.  Mr. Bischoff stated he did not think the council had made a decision on that yet.  Mr. Bischoff stated when the mayor returns we can discuss it further.

Transmission Lines and Water Distribution System; Bill Bischoff felt that Ryan Jones had filled the council in above on the last two items on the agenda.
