Approval of Payroll and Claims for March 2012; Mrs. Lawrence made a motion to approve payroll and claims for March 2012.  Mrs. Williams seconded the motion.  Mr. Olsen asked why the city was still paying Glacier Nursery and Hooper Nursery for trees that could be bought in Lincoln County and who approves that?    Mayor Roll answered that we usually leave it up to the Park Committee.  Mrs. Lawrence stated the decisions were made through the Tree Board.  Mrs. Lawrence stated the city was purchasing $5,400 in trees from a local nursery.  Mr. Olsen asked which one?  Mrs. Lawrence answered Blossom Boutique.  Mrs. Lawrence stated the money was from the DNRC grant.   Mrs. Lawrence stated the trees that they are purchasing from Hoopers are bare root trees and she was unable to get bare root trees in the local nurseries.  The other tree that was purchased was one that Blossom Boutique could not guarantee would be here on time so Mrs. Lawrence ordered that one tree.  Mr. Olsen asked if it was Libby Tree Board’s money.  Mrs. Lawrence answered that it was Arbor Day and DNRC Grant money.  Mr. Olsen asked so where does that come from.  Mrs. Lawrence answered that it comes from the DNRC.  Mr. Olsen asked if the City of Libby got any money.  Mrs. Lawrence answered no.  Mrs. Lawrence stated the $5400 for the park is from DNRC.  Mr. Olsen asked why you would not spend it in Libby.  Mrs. Lawrence stated she just answered the question.  Mr. Olsen said there, is other nurseries in Lincoln County.  Mrs. Williams called a point of order.  Motion Passed.  Mr. Olsen voted against the motion.  

Paul Burnham of Morrison-Maierle stated that a draft copy of the Environmental Report was open to Public Review and would be left with City Administrator Jim Hammons.  

HEAR FROM THE PUBLIC LIMITED TO THREE MINUTES

Mr. DC Orr at 1117 Nevada Avenue stated he didn’t understand and said it sounds like the golf course was threatening a law suit.   Mayor Roll answered no they were not.   Mr. Orr stated that he thought the County Planning Department messed up and they should be held accountable.
