Cemetery/Parks;   Mrs. Benson stated that the Department of Transportation will put up new signs on Hwy 37 that will say Downtown Libby along with hospital signs and will replace the old train and depot signs.  Theses will be done at no cost to the city.  Mrs. Benson stated there was discussion about replacing the small City Center signs to Downtown Libby on Hwy 2.  The Department of Transportation gave Mrs. Benson a scale with Downtown Libby and an arrow and these will be approximately 2ft. by 10ft.  The Department of Transportation will install the signs at no charge but the cost of each sign is $300.  Mrs. Benson has forwarded the email to the Printery which is in Plains and she will discuss this with the Chamber at the next meeting to possibly start some fundraising.

Kasie Kim; chickens at Kasie’s Corner Day Care;  Kasie Kim of 208 W. Balsam,  Libby stated they had purchased chicken for a learning tool for the Day Care and would like to keep the chickens they have, but has since learned that chickens in the City Limits is against the City Ordinances.  Mayor Roll put it into the ordinance committee for review.  
River Front Park, Commercial Businesses; Mayor Roll stated that Dave Blackburn had asked about putting businesses at the River Front Park.  Mayor Rolls put this into the Parks Committee for review.   
Costs for OU1 site; The council discussed what funds to use to pay OU1 costs.  Mr. Bischoff made a motion to pay the Flathead permit for OU1 out of ED funds.  Mrs. Williams seconded the motion.  Motion Passed.  Mr. Olsen voted against the motion.
ESA, Engineering services with Morrison-Maierle concerning Water Distribution System;  Ryan Jones of Morrison Maierle spoke to the council about the ESA for the water distribution system.  Mr. Jones gave a quick update on the Water Distribution System and Flower Creek Dam funding and stated that the ESA was presented three or four weeks ago and needs to be approved before the projects can move forward.  Mr. Jones explained the interim financing to the council. Mr. Bischoff made a motion to move forward with the contract contingent upon getting the interim financing for the project.  Mrs. Williams seconded the motion.  Motion passed
Splash Pad Improvements; Jim Hammons talked to the council about putting a concrete apron and fencing around the Splash Pad at Fireman’s Park and stated he put a drawing in the council packets.
