THE 1373rd   REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL WAS HELD ON MONDAY, MAY 21, 2012 @ 7:00PM IN THE COUNCIL CHAMBERS
CALL TO ORDER


The meeting was called to order at 7:02pm by Mayor Roll who led the Pledge of Allegiance and welcomed the public. 

Mrs. Williams, Mr. Olsen, Mrs. Benson, Mrs. Desch and Mr. Bischoff were present.  City Attorney Jim Reintsma and City Clerk Treasurer Glena L. Hook were also present.  Mrs. Lawrence was absent.

There was no prayer offered.  
Mr. Bischoff made a motion to approve the minutes from the Regular Meeting May 7, 2012 with the correction of Mr. Olsen voting no on where to pay the Flathead permit for OU1which is on the second page 6th paragraph.  Mrs. Desch seconded the motion. Motion Passed.  
ANNOUNCEMENTS

Mayor Roll announced that the River Front Park road will be ready to pave in two or two and one half weeks.   Mayor Roll asked Jim Hammons to contact some businesses to get some bids on the paving of the road at River Front Park.  Mayor Roll stated it was important to get the road paved as soon as it is ready to prevent damage to the sub-base.  

Mayor Roll announced the two year Planning Board appointments.  Karen Repine and Jenifer Nelson were both reappointed to the Planning Board.  There is also a new term for Jason Hanson to be on the Planning Board.


Mayor Roll announced the website is up from Morrison-Maierle and they have information on the Libby Water Project on the Morrison-Maierle website. The website is libbywaterprojects.com.  
COMMITTEE REPORTS

Cemetery/Parks;   Mrs. Williams had one comment which she stated in the last meeting looking at the commercial section of River Front Park was put into committee.  Mrs. Williams stated that Kristin Smith would review it and decide how much we need to make a zoning district out of so they can decide how they want to approach it, not just in Parks.   Mrs. Benson stated the Montana  Department of Transportation will put up a sign on Highway 37 saying Downtown Libby, along with Hospital signs and they will replace the old faded Train Depot signs.  The signs on Highway 2 will not be changed.  

Fire; None

Resolutions/Ordinances; Mrs. Williams stated the committee has recommendations on the chickens.  Mrs. Williams stated they were approached with a variance asked for by Kasie Kim to keep chickens on her property and stated they can’t actually give her a variance because it would end up being selective enforcement.  Mrs. Williams stated they can’t allow Kasie to have chickens while denying it to someone else.  Mrs. Williams stated they reviewed the Ordinance to decide if they wanted to change it and after talking to Kathy Hopper, County Sanitarian they recommend not changing the Ordinance. Mrs. Williams stated the noise ordinance should be coming to the council at the first meeting in June and they are still working on a couple of others.  

Personnel; None

Building; None

Water/Sewer; Mrs. Benson stated the Water/Sewer Committee recommends replacing the second section of the raw water main.  Mrs. Benson stated it was constructed in the mid 50’s and 60’s with 20” asbestos cement AC pipe.  Mrs. Benson said the pipe is around 50 years old and may be nearing the end of its service life.  The cost has already been calculated into the rate increase.  It is also included in the Grant application to RD.

Budget/Finance; None

Lights/Streets/Sidewalks; Mrs. Desch stated that three residents in the city has replaced their sidewalks.  There is also one more resident that has come forward and asked to replace their sidewalks.  Mrs. Desch stated all the residents have been very happy with the City’s rebate on sidewalk replacement of $6 per square foot.  Mayor Roll stated he wanted to add something into the Lights/Streets/Sidewalk Committee.  Mayor Roll stated there have been numerous complaints about the alleys in the city being dusty and full of holes and would like the committee to look into it.  Mayor Roll will also talk to Jim Hammons about it.  

City Administrator; Mrs. Desch stated that City Administrator, Jim Hammons asked her to speak to the council about the Splash Pad Improvements.  

Finance; Mrs. Hook reported that she is reconciled for April 2012.
HEAR THE PUBLIC FOR ITEMS ON THE AGENDA LIMITED TO THREE MINUTES

Mr. Orr of 1117 Nevada Avenue, Libby stated two weeks ago he requested information on what was going on in the Parks committee.  Mr. Orr stated he requested a list of all the organizations that have been asked for donations for the sprinkler system and various improvements at OU1.  He asked what the procedure is to finding out what is happening in a public committee.   Mr. Olsen made a motion to give Mr. Orr three minutes of uninterrupted speaking.  Mrs. Benson seconded the motion.  Motion did not pass.  Mr. Olsen and Mrs. Benson voted for the motion.  Mr. Bischoff, Mrs. Desch and Mrs. Williams voted against the motion.  Mayor Roll asked Mr. Orr to put his questions in writing and give them to the City Administrator, Jim Hamons and his questions would be answered to the best of the city’s knowledge.  Mr. Orr said it was simply a list of everyone the Parks committee has solicited funds from.  Mayor Roll stated for Mr. Orr to put it into writing and they would get it to him.  
NEW BUSINESS

Request for variance at Creek View Estates; City Attorney Jim Reintsma spoke about the variance at Creek View Estates and read options from Kristin Smith, County Planner.  Option 2 was to create a special zoning district.  Mr. Reintsma recommendation is that the city council, develop a new subdivision regulation. Kristin smith, County Planner spoke to the council about the option she came up with, option 2.  Mrs. Smith stated the city does not have a residential zoning ordinance that fits Creek View Estates and by developing a new subdivision ordinance that could fit Creek View Estates and other similar subdivisions should they come up in the future would be a remedy to the subdivision regulation problem.  
Splash Pad Improvements;  Mrs. Desch stated there were three bids on the Splash Pad Improvements.   Mrs. Desch made a motion to accept the Thompson Contracting bid.  Mrs. Williams seconded the motion.  Motion Passed.  Mr. Olsen voted against the motion. 

Brian Williams from Morrison-Maierle, dam Project update; Brian Williams of NTL Engineering spoke to the council about the Dam Project.  Mr. Williams showed the council the area in which they plan to drill.  Mr. Williams stated they plan to be done by the first of July.

Payment to Shannon Industries;  Ryan Jones of Morrison-Maierle spoke to the council about their recommendations on payment to Shannon Industries.  Morrison- Maierle recommends paying Shannon Industries $16,020.40 and to withhold $79,219.41 pending mediation.  Shannon Industries is disputing the withholding for liquidated damages and the withholding of the unscheduled employment of the Engineer. Mr. Bischoff made a motion to pay only $16,020.40 to Shannon Industries.  Mrs. Williams seconded the motion.  Mr. Reintsma concurs with the recommendation.  Motion Passed
