Cemetery/Parks; Mrs. Williams stated that the Planning Board took on a residential C zoning which is the Creek Side Estates and Kristin will have a draft for the Planning Board on July 9th so that they will be able to look at it and have it ready for the next council meeting.  Mrs. Williams also stated that the Planning Board was working on a draft for the commercial area down at the park.  Mrs. Williams stated that they are having a meeting tomorrow with the sprinkler people who put in estimates for the sprinkler system and there were 16 trees planted down at River Front Park last week and there will be more trees planted at the end of the month when EPA turns the park back over to us.

Kevin Lindgren residing at 61Albert Way speaking for the Search and Rescue wanted to thank the council and city employees on the project down at the River Front Park.
