THE 1377th REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL WAS HELD ON MONDAY, JULY 16, 2012 @ 7:00PM IN THE COUNCIL CHAMBERS
CALL TO ORDER


The meeting was called to order at 7:02pm by Mayor Roll who led the Pledge of Allegiance and welcomed the public. 

Mrs. Williams, Mr. Olsen, Mrs. Lawrence, Mrs. Benson and Mr. Bischoff were present.  City Attorney Jim Reintsma, City Administrator Jim Hammons and City Clerk Treasurer Glena L. Hook were also present.  Mrs. Desch was absent.

Prayer was offered by Mary Schertel of the Assembly of God Church.
Mrs. Lawrence made a motion to approve the minutes from the Regular Meeting July 2, 2012, Public Meeting July 2, 2012, Special Meeting June 12, 2012 and Special Meeting July 10, 2012.  Mrs. Benson seconded the motion.  Motion Passed. Mr. Olsen voted against the motion.   Mr. Olsen made a motion to go back to the first minutes written for June 12, 2012 and approve them.   Motion died for lack of second.  Mrs. Lawrence stated that on February 23rd of this year the council voted in favor of summary minutes and the first minutes written for June 12th were not summary minutes.  Mr. Bischoff stated that he thought the, minutes from June 12th is what the council had in mind when they passed the motion to have summary minutes.  
ANNOUNCEMENTS

Mayor Roll announced that he had talked to Ric Kesling from the Elks Club and the Elks Club is going to make a donation to the Splash Pad.  The donation is between $500 and $1000.

Mayor Roll also talked about the River Front Park drainage issue.  The city is going to try and pump the water out of the River Front Park tomorrow.

Cemetery/Parks; Mrs. Williams stated the TIIP grant was to be talked about later in the agenda and the committee was meeting Tuesday.

Resolutions/Ordinances; Mrs. Williams stated the committee met and re-worked and re-worded the noise ordinance and thinks it will be ready for the next meeting.

Water/Sewer; Mrs. Benson gave an update on the garbage cans for Mineral Avenue.  Mrs. Benson stated that Moore Oil donated 15 cans and the city put handles on them.  They have been base coated blue and the Chamber is asking for local artists to paint pictures of scenes with wildlife or scenes with activities on them and have them done in time for Ignite the Nights.

Lights/Streets/Sidewalks; Mrs. Lawrence stated that the committee met and recommends 
the following changes to Street Opening Permits;  On the permits it should read Street Opening Permit $15. A $500 refundable deposit is required and will be returned if the street opening is returned to its original condition including blacktop.  If the City has to make repairs to the street, a charge based on the current cost of asphalt labor and equipment per square foot based on the size of the opening will be charged.  Also change the signature line to include the signature of the Home Owner and the Authorized Plumber. 

Mrs. Lawrence also stated the streets committee would like to have the following work done.  One block west of Highway 2 on Main with a total reclamation with the Asphalt Zipper, then chip sealed, plus total reclamation with Asphalt Zipper on several alleys.  Chip seal Mineral Avenue from Highway 2 to railroad.  Use hot mix to repair dip in street between 4th and 5th.

Finance; City Clerk Glena Hook stated the 2011 audit exit meeting was finished and the city got an Unqualified opinion which is a good audit.

TIIP Grant; Kristin Smith County Planning Director explained the TIIP Grant to the council.  Mrs. Williams made a motion to go forward with the grant application with the top priorities being lighting in the park and restrooms.  Mrs. Lawrence seconded the motion.  Motion Passed.   
Pre-Approve council approved expenses at River Front Park; Mr. Bischoff made a motion to pay pre approved expenses for River Front Park out of ED Funds.  Mrs. Lawrence seconded the motion.  Motion Passed.  Mr. Olsen voted against the motion.
Eric Klepfer, Montanore Mine update; Eric Klepfer and Jessica Conrad gave an update on the Montanore Mine project.  
Splash Pad expenses what fund to pay them out of; Mr. Bischoff made a motion to pay for the Splash Pad expenses out of the ED Fund.  Mrs. Benson seconded the motion.  Motion Passed
