Mr. Rebo asked the council for a temporary permanent street closure on 3rd Street from Utah to the end of the street during the Hospital construction.   Mrs. Williams made a motion to approve the street closure starting immediately until December 31st 2013.  Mrs. Lawrence seconded the motion.   Mr. Rebo stated they will come back with updates periodically.  Motion Passed.  

Mrs. Williams made a motion to revisit the Eagle Placement at the end of Mineral Ave. and review the process.  Mrs. Lawrence seconded the motion.  Mrs. Williams stated a design needs to be drawn with a tentative plan and they need to have meeting with them.  Motion Passed.
