CALL TO ORDER


The meeting was called to order at 7:00pm by Mayor Roll who led the Pledge of Allegiance and welcomed the public. 

 Mr. Olsen, Mrs. Williams, Mrs. Lawrence, Mrs. Benson, Mrs. Desch and Mr. Bischoff were present.  City Attorney Jim Reintsma, City Administrator Jim Hammons and City Clerk Treasurer Glena L. Hook were also present. 

Prayer was offered by Mary Schertel of the Assembly of God Church.

Mrs. Williams made a motion to approve the minutes from the Regular Meeting November 19, 2012 and Special Meeting November 19, 2012.  Mr. Olsen seconded the motion.  Motion Passed.  Mr. Lawrence made a motion to change the word “street” in the second paragraph forth sentence of the Special Meeting on November 19, 2012 to “asphalt”.  Mrs. Williams seconded the motion.  Motion Passed
ANNOUNCEMENTS 

Mayor Roll announced the city is having issues with turbidity at the water treatment plant.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Cemetery/Parks; Mrs. Williams stated the city does not own the property that the Chamber wants to put the eagle on.  Mrs. Williams stated that Burlington Northern owned the property and Jim Hammons has been in contact with Burlington Northern and the Chamber of Commerce has to contact NB for permission to put the eagle on their property.

Resolutions/Ordinances; Mrs. Williams stated the Municipal Infractions are on the agenda and they will have a meeting next Tuesday at noon to talk about the changes in the sidewalk ordinance. 

Personnel; Mr. Bischoff stated they were going to have a meeting later in the week to interview candidates for the part time city position.  

Building; Mrs. Lawrence stated they would have a meeting Wednesday concerning the heating system for the Police Department.  

Water/Sewer; Mrs. Benson stated that the city has heard from both TSEP and DNRC concerning grants for the Dam Project.  For the TSEP grant Libby is ranked 16 out of 33 for a $750,000 grant.  For the DNRC grant Libby is ranked 36 out of 68 for a $100,000 grant.  The grants will now go to legislation for approval.

Police; Chief Smith stated there were 303 calls for service, 64 citations issued and 38 arrests for the month of November 2012.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Conditional approval of Veterans Memorial; Brent Teske speaking for the  Lincoln County Veterans Memorial Association talked to the council about the conditions of approval for the Veterans Memorial.  Mr. Teske stated they were working on the conditions for the placement of the Veterans Memorial.   The council agreed to a Special meeting in December 2012 to finish the agreement.  Mr. Olsen made a motion to approve the conditional approval.  Mrs. Benson seconded the motion.  Motion Passed
NEW BUSINESS

Ed Levert to talk about projects he is working on; Ed Levert a Lincoln County Forester stated Libby is a Firewise Community and a fifty- fifty grant has been approved for $250,000.  Mr. Levert also talked about the Ski-Dale project along with other projects he is working on.   Mrs. Williams asked about the city property in the Water Treatment Plant-Bowen Hill area.  The council asked questions and discussed the projects with Mr. Levert.  

Final reading of Ordinance # 1826, Municipal Infractions; Mr. Olsen made a motion that a request in writing be given out stating that the citizen’s rights would not be taken away.  City Attorney Jim Reintsma stated in his opinion, no rights would be taken away from the citizens.  Motion died from lack of second.  Mr. Bischoff made a motion to approve the final reading of Ordinance # 1826, Municipal Infractions.  Mrs. Lawrence seconded the motion.  Motion Passed.  Mr. Olsen voted against the motion.


Ryan Jones of Morrison-Maierle stated there were two grant applications recommended for approval for the City of Libby for the Dam project.  With regards to the Water Distribution Project there was a deficiency letter issued by DEQ regarding a legal opinion from the City’s attorney concerning a site title for the improvements.  Mr. Jones stated once that is in place we can go out to bid sometime in January and get going, weather permitting, in the Spring.
