Mayor Roll stated the City of Libby received $140,000 from the settlement on the Montana Float Loan.

Parks/Cemetery; Mrs. Williams stated they had a meeting with the Veterans Group and City Attorney Jim Reintsma to work on the Veterans Memorial Contract.  The committee also discussed the restroom at Riverfront Park, the wooden playground equipment at Fireman’s Park and the Riverfront Park dedication scheduled for August 3rd at a their second meeting in February.  Mrs. Williams stated as the first step in looking at a wildlife management plan, the City of Libby Planning Board is making a recommendation that the city pass an ordinance prohibiting the feeding of wild turkeys.  The Planning Board asks that the ordinance committee review this request.  There was also discussion about doing a count of resident deer within the city limits and potential grant sources.  A deer count is a necessary first step in the decision on whether to develop a Helena type wildlife management plan.

The air pressure has been turned down in the pump.
