Building; Mrs. Lawrence stated she attended a Fire Wise meeting and spoke to the council about a Fire Wise conference that is going to be held in Libby the 26th and 27th of April.  Mrs. Lawrence stated she asked at the Fire Wise meeting about the Flower Creek Dam drainage.  She said the Federal logging is being held up by grizzle bear habitat that will probably be resolved and the DNRC had a logging project set up but because of the issues of residual asbestos in the bark of the trees they got out of their contract so that particular logging project fell through.  Mrs. Lawrence stated she had been given a person to contact to find out how the grizzle bear issue was progressing.  Idaho Wood Products are willing to take trees from the seven mile radius.  Mrs. Lawrence stated she didn’t know if DNRC would put it out to bid again or it might be worth contacting them to see about getting that area fire wised.  

Water/Sewer; Mrs. Benson stated Ambient Air Pump Service will perform the warranty service on the pump at the Waste Water Treatment Plant on the 13th.  All items that show signs of wear will be addressed and replaced under warranty.  The pump will be off line on the 13th for repair and back on line the 14th for operation.
