Water/Sewer; Mrs. Benson stated the Water/Sewer Committee met on march 12th  to hear about an issue at the Water Treatment Plant.  There are a total of 36 valves at the Water Treatment Plant, of the 36 there are16 non-working valves that need to be replaced at a cost of $32,100 for the valves only.  There is a reserve account for this kind of repair.  There is potential for labor fees if the city is not able to provide the labor to put the valves in.  The city needs to come up with a plan to replace two valves at a time in the future to keep the maintenance affordable.  The Water/Sewer Committee recommends that the 16 valves be replaced and to replace two valves at a time when necessary for continued maintenance.

NEW BUSINESS 

Trent Olberg, Exception to Noise Ordinance for Blues Festival; Trent Olberg residing at 5543 Kootenai River Road requested exception to the Noise Ordinance on August 9th, 10th and 11th  for the Blues Festival.  Mrs. Lawrence made a motion to approve the exception.  Mr. Olsen seconded the motion.  Motion Passed.  Mr. Olberg requested the Blues Festival be put on the calendar to reserve the River Front Park every year on the second week of August, Thursday through Sunday.  Mayor Roll put the request into the parks committee.  

Lighting at River Front Park; Mrs. Lawrence stated there was $100,000 budgeted for lighting.  The committee recommends putting 11 street lights along the road going through River Front Park on City Service Road.  The City crew will do the prep work and put in the cement bases for the lights.   The estimated cost of the project is $45,000.  The city has also applied for a grant from Flathead Electric, Round up for Safety in the amount of $10,000 to help with the costs of the lighting.  Mr. Bischoff made a motion to spend up to $45,000 on the lighting on City Service Road going through River Front Park.  Mrs. Williams seconded the motion. Motion Passed

Bathroom at River Front Park; Mrs. Williams stated the Parks Committee have gone over a lot of restroom facilities that we could possibly put into the River Front Park and recommends a flush toilet restroom called the Cortez.  The cost for the bathroom with the additions of a hose bib, drinking fountain and a paper towel dispenser is $38,329.   The estimated cost for getting the restroom up and operating is $8,000 bringing the total cost to $46,329.  The city has received grants of $25,000 from BNSF and the Libby Parks Department.  They are continuing to shake the trees for money and have put in a grant application into Plum Creek and are planning on going back to the tourism grant in July.   The committee is asking for ED funds to complete the project in the amount of $21,329.  Mr. Bischoff made a motion to commit $21,329 of ED funds for the project.  Mrs. Lawrence seconded the motion.  Motion Passed.
COUNCIL ACTION/DISCUSSION

Approval of Business Licenses received to date; Mr. Bischoff made a motion to approve the business licenses received to date.   Mr. Lawrence seconded the motion.  Motion Passed

Decision on whether to go to bid on Water Distribution Project; Paul Burnham of Morrison-Maierle talked to the mayor and council about the interim financing for the Water Distribution Project.  Ryan Jones of Morrison-Maierle spoke to the mayor and council about the Rural Development financing stating Rural Development financing would become available to pay of SRF and/or Intercap loan and the Rural Development Grant would be used to complete the project.  Mr. Bischoff asked Ryan and Paul how long before we would hear from Rural Development on the commitment to the loan.  Paul answered within 60 days.   Mr. Bischoff made a motion to move forward with the bidding process.  Mrs. Williams seconded the motion.  Mr. Olsen would like to see the city wait to go to bid.  Motion Passed.  Mr. Olsen voted against the motion.  

Approval of draw #5, Water Distribution Project; Mrs. Williams made a motion to approve draw # 5.  Mrs. Lawrence seconded the motion.  Mrs. Benson asked Morrison-Maierle to clarify what the additional services were for.  Mr. Jones of Morrison-Maierle explained the additional services to the council.  Motion Passed.
HEAR FROM THE PUBLIC LIMITED TO THREE MINUTES 

DC Orr residing at 1117 Nevada Avenue, Libby spoke to the council about the Community College and stated it was reported in the news paper that they owed back taxes for 10 or 11 years and they also owed for Sprinkling and Lighting Assessments to the city.  Mr. Orr stated there may be close to $10,000 in the Lighting and Sprinkling Tax Assessments owed to the city and would like to see the city pursue those taxes and use them for some of the things the city has going.
