COMMITTEE REPORTS

Parks/Cemetery; Mrs. Williams stated they are still waiting for information on the restrooms from CXT.  Mrs. Williams wanted to thank the city crews for the work done at Fireman’s Park.  Mrs. Williams announced that Vicky Lawrence was going to plant trees at River Front Park and if anyone was interested in planting trees get a hold of her.

Mr. Orr also stated he had been watching Mayor Roll’s conflict of interest case and said he had done the same thing that Allen Olsen had done by challenging a payment to a City Council Member.  Mr. Orr went on to discuss his opinion of the conflict of interest that he had brought up in 2011 and how it was handled.  Mr. Orr stated he typed up a complaint.  Mr. Reintsma stated he had already given Mr. Orr a written opinion on that subject.  Mr. Orr asked for a copy.
