CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 7:00pm by Mayor Roll who led the Pledge of Allegiance and welcomed the public.

 Prayer was offered by Mary Schertel of the Assembly of God Church.
Mrs. Benson made a motion to approve the minutes from the Regular Meeting May 6, 2013 and Special Meeting May 13, 2013. Mrs. Williams seconded the motion. Motion Passed.   Mrs. Lawrence made a motion to add that Ryan Jones of Morrison-Maierle stated he would check about dropping the 10% surcharge for expenses and per diem in their billing to the Special Meeting Minutes of May 13, 2013.  Mrs. Williams seconded the motion.  Motion Passed

Mayor Roll stated he asked Eric Klepfer from Montanore Mine to come down and speak to the council.  

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Parks/Cemetery; Mrs. Williams stated they changed the placement of the restroom at River front Park to make it easier for some water/sewer hook-ups.  Mrs. Williams stated that they would start enforcing the removal of Iron Ornaments (shepherd’s hooks) or (flower hooks) from the cemetery per Ordinance 2.64.050.  Mrs. Williams stated they would give people until after Memorial Day 2014 to pick them up before they would start enforcing the Ordinance and then city crews would remove them.

Lights/Streets/Sidewalks; Mrs. Desch stated they applied for a $10,000 Grant through Round Up for Safety (Flathead Electric) and was awarded a $7,000 Grant for help with the lighting along the City Service Road through River Front Park. This Project has been started.

City Administrator; Mr. Hammons stated you would see the City dump trucks going through town and they were hauling all the base material up to the staging area at the construction site for the Flower Creek Dam.  Mr. Hammons also the stated the Fire Department has been flushing the hydrants around town and we have started experiencing new leaks.   Mr. Hammons stated the city experiences new leaks every year during the hydrant flushing.  

Finance; City Clerk Treasurer Glena Hook reported that she was having problems reconciling for the month of April 2013 and is working on finding the error.  Mrs. Hook stated she has been working on the payroll changes for next fiscal year.  Tanya Gehrke has talked to City Clerk Glena Hook and City Administrator Jim Hammons and stated she  will work through October of this year before leaving the city’s employment.  Mrs. Hook also stated that she has been working with Anna Miller of SRF and Coal Severance on interim financing for the dam project and John Weikel of Rural Water is working on the water rate increase that will be needed.

NEW BUSINESS 

Planning Board Appointment, Byron Sanderson; Mrs. Williams stated that Byron Sanderson has applied for the Planning Board position and stated with his experience he would be a great addition to the Planning Board.  Mayor Roll thanked Byron for applying and welcomed him aboard.

Eric Klepfer of Montanore Mine stated the Forest Service completed a Fisheries Biological Assessment and submitted it to the US Fish and Wildlife for review.  Fish and Wildlife in turn wrote biological opinions.  The Forest Service did not have the staff to finish the Biological Assessment based on the Fish and Wildlife Service comments so they asked to contract Montanore Mines PHD Scientists to complete the document on behalf of the Forest Service.  So Montanore Mine scientists took comments and direction from the Forest Service and Fish and Wildlife Service.  What has come out of this is a list of mitigation plans of which Flower Creek is on and is thought by some that it could hold up the Dam Project.  US fish and Wildlife’s preferred alternative is Flower Creek and Rural Development expressed concerns about the Flower Creek Dam Project being delayed. Eric Klepfer stated the mitigation plans concerning Flower Creek is last on the list of alternatives and the Dam should be finished before these plans would ever start so there should be no worry about the Dam Project being held up.

Bid approval for Water Distribution Project, Resolution #1830;  Mr. Bischoff made a motion to adopt Resolution #1830 to award the Water Distribution Project bid to Noble Excavating.  Mrs. Williams seconded the motion.  Motion Passed

Approval of first reading of Animal  Control Ordinance # 1829; Mrs. Bischoff made a motion to adopt the first reading of Animal Control Ordinance # 1829.  Mrs. Lawrence seconded the motion.  Motion Passed

Kristin Smith, review joint use agreement for Mt. Nutritional and Physical Activity Program; Kristin Smith talked to the council about a grant to promote physical activity using partners like the City of Libby and the Hospital.    Linda Lee of the State Health Department talked to the council about a joint agreement with the Hospital and City of Libby for a grant award of $5000 for small communities to use to increase their potential for physical activity.  Mr. Bischoff asked what the money could be spent on. Linda Lee stated it could be used for signs, planning and promotion.   Mrs. Williams asked what the timing was to get this award.  Linda Lee stated they needed to move along before the end of their fiscal year which is June 30th.  Linda stated she would like to send in the agreement by June 15th, 2013.  Mrs. Williams asked if it was a one time opportunity.  Linda Lee answered yes it was.   Mr. Bischoff made a motion to move forward to come to an agreement between the City of Libby and the hospital.  Mrs. Williams seconded.  Motion passed.
