Parks/Cemetery; Mrs. Williams stated they held a meeting last Friday with a large group of people from the community that were having a problem with the decision to remove the shepherd’s hooks from the cemetery.  The result of the meeting was that they are going to form a committee to work with the cemetery committee to try to figure out a solution.

Kim Annis stated she felt the pit bull portion of the ordinance should be repealed and asked the council to consider it in the future.


Sandra Jackson residing at 197 Kentana Place, stated  she would like to know how long  the ordinance on iron ornaments in the cemetery has been on the books and stated she felt that the people with smaller headstones did not have any area to decorate other than by using shepherd’s hooks.  Sandra Jackson stated she would like to be able to honor their family more than once a year.  

Jennifer Nelson 1026 Washington Avenue stated she would like to encourage the council to look at the definition for animals at large in the animal ordinance and would like to see cats and rabbits added to the definition.   Jennifer Nelson also stated she had a letter from Game Warden Phil Kilbreath stating his support of the animal ordinance concerning feeding turkeys.  

DC Orr residing at 1117 Nevada Avenue, Libby stated he was opposed to 
the council approving the final reading of the animal ordinance.  Mr. Orr wanted the council to address some of the concerns of the citizens.
