The 1463RD Regular Meeting of the City Council was held on Monday, February 6th, 2017 in the Council Chambers at City Hall.

Call to Order:
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by Mayor Brent Teske.
Present were Mrs. Williams, Mr. Zimmerman, Mr. Beach, Mrs. Smith, Ms. Campbell, City Treasurer/Clerk Audray McCollum and City administrator Jim Hammons. Mr. Olsen was absent. 

Mrs. Williams made a motion to approve the minutes from the regular meeting # 1462 held on January 17, 2017.
Mr. Beach second.
Motion passed.

Announcements:  
Mayor Teske asked the citizens of Libby to be patient in regards to the snow removal on the city streets.  The city crews were working with limited man power and equipment and the snowfall had been well above normal.  Mayor Teske stated the Lincoln County commissioners had declared a winter storm emergency, Resolution 983 which included the incorporated and unincorporated cities within Lincoln County.
Ms. Oedewaldt of Lincoln County emergency management explained why the county passed Resolution 983.  Libby as well as other municipalities within Lincoln County would be able to apply for emergency funding once the 2 disaster mill requirement was met.
Mayor Teske urged the citizens to please help their neighbors and look out for the elderly.  
Mrs. Smith announced the planning board would be meeting 6 pm February 13 at city hall.

Committee Reports:
Cemetery/Parks: Mrs. Williams reported the committee met with members from the Harvest Festival which gave them direction on helping with their event.  Mrs. Williams will be calling another meeting later in the month to discuss information they had gained from meeting with different community groups.

Police:  Chief Kessel reported there were 221 cases, 20 citations and 14 arrests for the month of January.  Libby police have had several vehicles towed for snow removal.  Chief Kessel stated he had received 10 applications for the patrol officer position but only 1 was a certified officer. Chief Kessel was considering extending the application period.

Water/Sewer: Mr. Zimmerman reported that all the broken water lines due to the frozen ground had been fixed.

KRDC: Mr. Zimmerman stated the committee had met and discussed the railroad spur at the port, the purposed trails program and way finding signs.
City County Health Board: Lyn Thompson reported the City County Health Board had elected their officers; Chair was Jan Ivers, Vice Chair George Jamenson and Lyn Thompson was secretary. Mrs. Thompson stated the board was presented with the community health assessment report which would help guide the board to prioritize county health issues. The board will meet with the EPA on February 8th after their regular meeting.  Mrs. Thompson said the board plans to meet the second Tuesday of every month.

Mrs. Smith asked how the community health assessment was conducted.
Mrs. Thompson said it was gathered though surveys.

Mr. Beach asked what priorities had been identified in the community health assessment study.
Mrs. Thompson replied substance abuse, mental health issues and community access to health care.

New Business:
Kootenai pets for life waive of fee for use of the Ponderosa Room:
Roberta McCanse from Kootenai Pets for Life asked council to waive the use fee for the Ponderosa Room on March 17 and 18 for the annual garage sale.  The proceeds from the sale are used to spay and neuter dogs, cats and to shelter area strays.

Mrs. Smith made a motion to waive the use fee for the Ponderosa room for Kootenai Pets for Life on the condition that Kootenai Pets for Life cleans the room afterwards.
Mr. Zimmerman second.

Interview and select planning board position (council appointment):
Mr. Zimmerman made a motion to accept Roberta McCanse letter and appoint her to the planning board.
Ms. Campbell second.
Motion passed.

Interview and select planning board (bubble position):
Mayor Teske invited Kenny Rayome to introduce himself and express his interest in why he would like to be on the planning board.

Mr. Rayome stated a little more than a year ago.

Ms. Campbell asked about Mr. Rayome’s involvement with the Lincoln county Planning Board.
Mr. Rayome responded with his knowledge of water and water resources he was able to give guidance to the board.

Mayor Teske stated that Kenny worked for the City of Libby at the water treatment plant.

Mrs. Smith made a motion to appoint Ken Rayome JR. to the city planning board.
Mrs. Williams second.
Ms. Oedewaldt stated Mr. Rayome would make a great addition to the planning board.
Motion passed, Mr. Beach abstained from the vote.

6 Month Budget Report:
Mayor Teske stated the budget committee had met several times and went over different items on the budget.  Mayor Teske said the budget was on track and asked council members if they had any questions.
Mrs. Williams went over different items on the budget and gave explanations for them. Mrs. Williams stated the budget was doing well for this time of the year.

Kenny Rayome, Libby water plant, stated the power for the water treatment plant was high last month.  This was from the new electric heaters that had been installed.  Mr. Rayome is hoping the savings in propane will even this out.  The condensation at the treatment plant had been eliminated since the electric heaters were installed.

Arlen Magill, 807 Wisconsin, thanked Mrs. Williams and Ms. McCollum for explaining the budget and providing information at the last budget committee meeting.

Ms. Campbell has been working on a proposed City of Libby Face Book page, she asked council to give her ideas on information they would like to see on this page.  Mayor Teske stated he would like to live stream the council meetings on the Face Book page. He would also like the page used for informing the public of upcoming events and emergency information as needed.

Mrs. Smith asked council for fed back from the Economic Development fund policy draft that was presented at the last council meeting.

Ms. Campbell read an email that Matt Fisher, 1520 Utah, sent to all council members.  He stated in the email that his road had not been plowed and he was not treated fairly.
Mayor Teske responded that he personally went and met with Mr. Fisher a few weeks ago and thought they had worked out a solution.
Matt Fisher, 1520 Utah, addressed the council stating his road had not been plowed and he was being ignored.
Mr. Beach explained that this had been an extraordinary year for snow fall and the city would get to it when they could.
