The 1465TH Regular Meeting of the City Council was held on Monday, March 6th, 2017 in the Council Chambers at City Hall.

Call to Order:
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by Mayor Brent Teske.
Present were Mrs. Williams, Mr. Beach, Mrs. Smith, Ms. Campbell, Mr. Olsen, Mr. Zimmerman, City Administrator Jim Hammons and City clerk/Treasurer Audray McCollum.

Prayer was offered by D.C. Orr.

Ms. Campbell stated the minutes on page 3 should reflect Monday and not Friday (R.E. proposed Economic Development Fund policy).
Mrs. Williams MADE A MOTION to approve the minutes from the regular meeting # 1464 held on February21, 2017.
Mr. Zimmerman SECOND.
MOTION PASSED.

Announcements:  
Mr. Teske read an email from Eileen Wiser, asking the council for their involvement to bring a speaker to Libby.  The speaker (David Vanase) is from Massachusetts and his qualifications are in autism. 
Mayor Teske asked council if they would like to help or had any suggestions.
Mrs. Smith suggested the school district or hospital might be a better fit to co-host a speaking event for David Vanase.

Committee Reports:
Cemetery/Parks: Mrs. Williams called a meeting on Friday March 10, to work on a list of upcoming projects for the parks and cemetery.
Fire:  Mr. Zimmerman reported there were 3 calls in the city, 6 rural and 2 out of district for the month of February.  
The City of Libby will maintain its ISO class 3 insurance rating thanks to the Libby Volunteer Fire Department.  This helps home owners keep their insurance cost down.
Libby fire department thanked Noble Excavating for donated their equipment and man power to remove snow from the fire hall and police station roof, est. cost $4000.00.
Libby fire department spent several hours on the Flower Creek ice removal project.
The fire department is working on a grant to replace turn out gear and thanked Audray McCollum for her help.
Mr. Zimmerman read an email from Fire Chief Tom Wood thanking the Mayor and city council for the plaque he received honoring his 45 years of service.
Police:  Chief Kessel reported there were 234 cases, 28 arrest and 25 citations for the month of February. Kessel said the high number of cases was caused from the recent snow fall.
Chief Kessel addressed the issue concerning the safety of the new angle parking on Mineral Av.   Kessel stated no reported accidents were caused from the angle parking.
 Applications have closed for the new patrol officer; interviews for the top three candidates will be Wednesday March 15. The new officer should start by the end of the month.
Officer Buckner will be going to an interview school in April giving him some valuable training.
The Libby PD face book page is online to give the public updated information as needed.
Resolutions/Ordinances: None.
Lights/Streets/Sidewalks: Mr. Beach stated the snow removal in the alleys had been done. The committee had recently met and discussed purchasing a new front end loader.
Building: Mr. Beach stated construction should start soon on the new fire hall roof.
Water/Sewer: Mr. Zimmerman said the committee had discussed future plans of possibly extending water service to City Service road.

City Administrator: Report in packet. Mayor Teske stated the city water would be shut off in the near to install the new hydro electric generator.  The city is hoping this will be a quick install and will let the public know in advance.

KRDC: Mr. Zimmerman reported the monthly meeting was held on the third Thursday of the month.
City County Health Board: None.

Public Comment on Non- Agenda Items: 
D. C. Orr, 1117 Nevada, gave the council a background of the knowledge he had on the LADC and current ED funds.  Mr. Orr asked the council to call the state and see if the LADC was still a corporation.
Mr. Orr stated the settling ponds at the cemetery need to be dredged out to prevent future flooding of Flower Creek.
Mr. Orr stated that Mr. Zimmerman’s residency request to live out of city limits would expire tonight and was not on the agenda.  Mr. Orr said it would be in council best interest to be transparent on Mr. Zimmerman’s residence and not repeat what happened to Mr. Olsen.
Mayor Teske responded the city would be working on the channel in Flower creek this summer.
Mayor Teske apologized for not having Mr. Zimmerman’s residency on the agenda and the council would be moving forward with it.
New Business:

Ron Carter-Old Libby High School:
Ron Carter, 614 W 4th ST, gave council a back ground on the Old High School and the recent snow damage to the building. Mr. Carter contacted the building codes bureau at the state. They told him the only way the building could be condemned was by the State Fire Marshal. 
Mr. Carter knows of a potential buyer for the building, who wants to repair the building and move forward with past plans of putting apartments in the space.
Mrs. Smith thanked Mr. Carter for his efforts in trying to save the Old Libby High School.
NO ACTION was taken.

Purchase of property on City Service Road:
Mr. Beach presented council with a map of the property stating the city owns the property around this piece of property. The building committee recommends purchasing the property.  Mr. Beach said the purchase price is $5000.00 and the total lot size around 63 hundred square feet. 
Mrs. Smith asked if the platted streets had been abandoned or were still platted in that manner.
Mr. Hammons thought the property was currently platted.
Mrs. Smith asked for a title search from Lincoln County. 
Purchase of property on City Service Road was TABLED.

Approval of Claims for February 2017.
Mrs. Williams made A MOTION to approve claims for February 2017.
Mr. Beach SECOND.
Mrs. Smith said there was a claim from the Montana Department of Transportation for $13,000.00. Smith stated the project was started over 4 years ago to provide a sidewalk on Balsam Street for children walking to school. Mrs. Smith said the State had done everything not to execute the project.  The project has cost the City of Libby three times more and we are getting less than half of what was originally purposed. Mrs. Smith said the community as a whole, needs to let the state of Montana know; they have made this an enormously burdensome project.
Mayor Teske agreed stating the grant was originally for seven blocks and now the city might get two and half blocks.  Most of the money used so far has been for engineering cost.
