Mayor Roll announced that next week he and Council Member Peggy Williams would go to Helena to receive an award from the Montana Association of Planners.  

Mayor Roll announced that there will be no water rate increases for this year.

Personnel; Mr. Bischoff stated they were in the process of setting up interviews for the Utility Billing Clerk position.

Water/Sewer; Mrs. Benson stated a meeting was held at water treatment plant on August 27, 2013 at 10:00am.  The meeting was held to plan ahead, discuss potential problems and mitigation.  The main problem discussed was the increased sediment as construction takes place at Flower Creek Dam.  The city will be submitting a Compliance Plan to DEQ that reflects foreseen & potential problems as well as a mitigation/treatment plan.  Mitigation subjects discussed were:  Diversion channel or settling pond in place first; this fall before freezing allowing more time for sediment to settle, slower draw down period; stretch out the time as much as possible and further treatment as required.  The group went to the Flower Creek Dam site to further discuss options and planning; this will be a continued effort.

Budget/Finance; None

Police; Chief Smith stated there were 341 case reports, 38 citations and 26 arrests for the month of August 2013.  Officer Ben Amin has put in his resignation effective Thursday September 26, 2013.  

Lights/Streets/Sidewalks; Mrs. Desch stated that on August 27, 2013 200 feet of Mahoney Rd. past Education Way was paved.  

City Administrator; Mr. Hammons stated that after inventory was done on the light poles several was found to not be city property and Flathead Electric gave a credit of about $3,000 back to the city for the overcharge.  

Finance; City Clerk Glena Hook announced that she was reconciled for June 2013 and working on the FY-14 budgets, trying to get the yearend closing done and very busy with the projects.
