HEAR FROM THE PUBLIC LIMITED TO THREE MINUTES 

DC Orr residing at 1117 Nevada Avenue, Libby stated his concerns about Jack’s Water Works billing.   Mr. Orr stated he brought these concerns to Council Member Allen Olsen’s attention and he has taken Mr. Orr’s concerns to the council.  Mr. Orr stated now the city is trying to censure Mr. Olsen so he can’t speak about this.  Mr. Orr stated for this to go to the City Attorney without going through council it could have only came from one person and that is the mayor who is running against Allen Olsen.   Mayor Roll asked City Attorney Jim Reintsma what or who prompted the memo to Mr. Olsen from Mr. Reintsma.  Mr. Reintsma stated he wrote a memo to Mr. Olsen reminding him of his responsibility as a council member regarding Jack’s Water Works that started over a year ago.  The Mayor did not prompt the memo to Council Member Olsen from the City Attorney Jim Reintsma.
Mr. Gordon Sullivan stated a number of years ago he came before the council an asked the council to put together a group of individuals that would remain out ahead to discuss with the EPA matters like institutional controls, deed restrictions and devaluation of property.  Mr. Sullivan was very upset because a group had never been put together to take care of these matters.  Mr. Sullivan challenged Mayor Roll and Council Member Allen Olsen to a public debate on the radio.  

Arlen Magill residing at 807 Wisconsin Avenue, Libby spoke to the council about his concerns on the timing of the work on the curbs on the Blvd. and the fact that it was not finished in time for Nordicfest.  Mr. Magill asked who initiated the memo to Mr. Olsen from the City Attorney.  City Attorney Jim Reintsma stated Allen Olsen initiated the last memo by not listening to the first memo.  

Duane Williams owner of KLCB-KTNY wanted to make it clear that the mention of a debate by Mr. Sullivan was a total blind sight to him and being owner of the radio station making the programming decisions this would be taken under advisement but no decisions to have a debate on air had been made.   

Laura Tindal residing at 703 Louisiana Avenue, Libby spoke to the council about her concerns with the curbing that was not finished in time for Nordicfest.
