Jennifer Nelson residing at 1026 Washington Avenue, Libby spoke to the council about the abandonment of City property.  She believes it is important to speak with citizens around the property to be abandonment and would like the council to proceed with a good plan.


DC Orr residing at 1117 Nevada Avenue, Libby spoke to the council about the DUI Ordinance and stated his concerns with selective enforcement.  Mr. Orr would like council to table the motion and hold another public hearing.  


Jennifer Nelson residing at 1026 Washington Avenue, Libby, Mt., spoke to the council about her concerns with the DUI Ordinance.  Jennifer stated in her opinion it was better left up to the state.  


Gerry Irish residing at 905 Commerce Way, Libby, Mt., stated her concerns about the DUI Ordinance.  

Stan Potter a resident of Lincoln County spoke to the council about the DUI Ordinance and his concerns.  Mr. Potter felt the state laws were enough without adding to the Municipal Codes.  


Julie Rathbun a resident of Lincoln County stated there were 72 filings on streams by the Forest Service in different counties on the Western part of Montana.   Eight streams are in Libby and Lincoln County.  They are filing for in stream water rights on streams that are crossing Forest Service land.  This could prevent any others downstream from filing for any water rights.    Mrs. Rathbun stated the water rights are under a lot of pressure in Lincoln County. Mrs. Rathbun also stated that there will be a public meeting by the DEQ on the 13th of February that the council should try to attend.

Alley abandonment between 9th Street and 10th Street and Louisiana Avenue and Montana Avenue; Mayor Roll spoke about the criteria that has to be looked into before the alley abandonment can be ruled on.  There was discussion with the council.  Mayor Roll put it into the planning board and the streets committee.
