Mr. Hammons stated they would like an alternate source of funding if the projects go over $200,000 because there are other streets they would like to repair.  Mrs. Williams made a motion to use ED Funds of up to $25,000 if the project goes over $200,000. Mrs. Benson seconded the motion.  Motion Passed

3rd Street by Hospital, fire Lane; Mrs. Desch stated the street committee feels that public safety comes first and made a motion to make the 400 block of 3rd Street between Utah and Dakota Avenue be marked as a fire lane with the exception of the handicap access  (loading and unloading) section.  Mr. Olsen seconded the motion.  Motion Passed

Stop sign at Dakota and 3rd; Mrs. Desch stated that there is a stop sign between 3rd Street and Dakota Avenue that was put up by the contractors when they were working on the Hospital. Mrs. Desch made a motion to keep the stop sign.  Mrs. Williams seconded the motion.  Motion Passed
